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In 2007–08 the generosity of many 

donors led to significant progress in the 

Voice for Great Ideas Campaign.

Early in the year we successfully completed a 

National Endowment for the Humanities challenge 

grant that raised $2 million to support humanities 

publications. The Ahmanson Foundation, Stephen 

M. Silberstein, Eric Papenfuse and Catherine 

Lawrence, and a number of friends and authors 

helped us exceed the $3 million minimum goal 

for endowment funding.

In the spring Director Lynne Withey met with 

UC Press authors, faculty, and authors outside 

the academy to discuss establishing an Authors 

Imprint, a $250,000 endowed fund that will 

help support the publication of first books. The 

publication of primary scholarship has been 

increasingly threatened over the past decade, 

and young scholars, in particular, have a 

challenging time finding a publisher to take 

a chance on their work and do it justice.
